Library Receives 4 Computers

Carteret General has added four new computers for patients, family members, staff and physicians.  In cooperation with EAHEC, we received a grant to buy four new computers which are now in the library.  A training session was held on February 15th providing instructions on how to access the EAHEC library and its’ resources.   The AHEC digital library is an online resource that improves access to quality health information for NC health professionals.  This includes full-text journals, books and electronic databases as well as health topic collections and links to carefully evaluated clinical and educational tools.  Online databases include MEDLINE, CINAHL and Cochrane. 
The computers will also be a resource for family members of patients in the hospital to gain internet access to research a diagnosis on Medline or even send emails to notify family that a family member is in the hospital. 

Debbie McLean, Education Specialist shares, “This is a great opportunity for staff and physicians to gain access to a host of resources that a large university hospital has available right here in Carteret County.”

Carteret General Hospital was one of two hospitals who received a grant to improve our library with technology from National Networks of the Libraries on Medicine (NNLM) with the help of Laupus Library’s Eastern AHEC Librarian.  The grant focus was to provide opportunities in rural areas to access top notch medical research and information.
